· Have a bi-lingual guide at all times, learn from Cuban ethnomusicologist Olavo Alen Rodriguez, visit museums and cultural heritage sites, have a guided tour of Old Havana, attend local dance and music performances, participate in dance and music lessons, spend a day at the beach, eat local Cuban food, and have various nighttime entertainment options. 

Spring Courses:

· INT 1710 C01 “Cuba Immersion: History, Culture, Music” (3 credits) explores the rich history and culture of Cuba—"the Pearl of the Caribbean"—with a special emphasis on Cuban music. Through lectures, films, and guest presentations on history, drumming, dancing, cooking, the Spanish language, and the 1959 revolution (among other topics), students will explore multiple dimensions of this fascinating Caribbean island and its people. 
· INT 1710 C02 "Cuba Performance" (1 credit) Sing with the Collegiate Chorale to prepare a concert of North American Music and select Cuban pieces. Perform in Havana with Cuban Choir Coro Vocal Leo! Choir rehearsals during Collegiate Chorale with 3-4 rehearsals and retreat in late April/ early May. Contact Dr. Blodget for details.
